program description: This Perl script creates a full report of your files at ticalc (with dowload counts ,ranks and more ) via XML and XSLT. If you've never heard of Perl, either follow the install instructions or mail me with your author page URL as subject and I'll send you the XML. v4.0 introduces: more data and hyperlinks in the generated xml, 6 new data columns in the report, more sortable items, ability to collapse columns, customisable bar width, advanced tooltips. v4.2 extended tooltips now work also in IE.





I want to install Perl!


You can get the Perl Installer here: 


http://www.activestate.com/Products/Download/Download.plex?id=ActivePerl


After installing, your PC should recognize .pl files.


Now you're still missing some packages.


put install.pl in the lib directory were perl was installed ( usually C:\perl\lib )


double-click install.pl to install them.


(The installer deletes itself if install was successful)


Now you should be able to run the script. If it fails, mail me





How to use? (the first time)


-double-click TIreport.pl


-enter the URL of your author page


	(tip: in a windows shell, you can right-click to paste text from the clipboard)


	(my URL is http://www.ticalc.org/archives/files/authors/66/6691.html)


-If the page displayed is not like the screenshot or gives an error, your browser doesn't support XSLT. Try Internet Explorer 6, if that doesn't work, please drop me an e-mail (roac@pandora.be)


-The colors on the download fields indicate the private rank:light green is ranked highest, light red is ranked lowest.


-sort by clicking a table header or selecting from the dropdown box


	(NOTE: the contribution date is overwritten by ticalc at every update)


-The generated XML contains more data than is displayed, so if you have some experience, you can modify sss.xsl and add more things or let me do it (roac@pandora.be)


-next times you can just click shortcut.bat in stead of TIreport.pl





Creating a shortcut


-these steps can be done after the first run


-right-click on shortcut.bat


-select 'send to -> Desktop (create chortcut)'
