Dan Bishop's GPA Calculator


(public domain)





There are plenty of GPA calculators out there.  However, because my school has a f***ed-up GPA system, I haven't been able to use any of them.  This program calculates GPA five different ways.





Explanation of terms used in this file





Letter grades:


   A = 90-100


   B = 80-89


   C = 70-79


   F = 0-69





Course levels are used in weighted GPA's.  Additional grade points are given for honors-level classes.  At DPHS, points are subtracted for "alternate-level" classes (ESL and Special Ed.)





Installing and using GPA Calculator





GPA.83P = GPA calculator


BISHOP.TXT = description of my other programs


README.DOC = this file





Use TI-GraphLink (or a similar program) to copy GPA.83P onto your calculator.





Before you run the program, you will need to create two lists.  Press [STAT][1] to activate the list editor.  Move the cursor to the top line and press [2nd][DEL] to insert a new list.  Name it GRADE.  Now repeat the process to create another list called GPA.  Now enter your grades into the GRADE list and the corresponding levels (2=honors, 1=average, 0=alternate) into the level list.





Example:                       GRADE    LEVEL


   World History (honors)        95       2


   Calculus BC (AP)             100       2


   Theatre Production II         99       1


   Chemistry (honors)           100       2


   English III (AP)              85       2


   Spanish II                   100       1





Notice that the honors class grades have 2's next to them and the others have 1's.  (In case you were wondering, these are the grades I got for the fall semester of my junior year.)





Note: For one-year courses, enter each semester's grade separately.





When you've finished entering the lists, press [2nd][MODE] to quit the list editor, then run the GPA program.  It will take a while to calculate your GPA, especially if you're a senior and enter your grades for all four years.  When it's done you'll see something like this.








Sample Output (using my grades)





PCT=97.63


DP6=5.3551


DP4=3.5701


TRW=4.5306


TRU=3.9388





PCT=Your average on a 0-100 scale





DP6=6-point GPA scale used by Deer Park High School


    determines class rank and eligibility for some extracurricular activites


definition:


     if grade < 70 then


          GP = 0


     else


          GP = .1 * (grade - 60) + level


maximum average-level GP = 5.00


maximum honors-level GP = 6.00





DP4=4-point GPA scale used by Deer Park High School


    this is the GPA reported on our college and scholarship applications


definition:


     if grade < 70 then


          GP = 0


     else


          GP = (grade - 60) / 15 + level * 2/3


maximum average-level GP = 3.33


maximum honors-level GP = 4.00





TRU=traditional GPA scale (unweighted)


definition:


     A = 4


     B = 3


     C = 2


     F = 0


maximum GP = 4.00 regardless of class level





TRW=traditional weighted GPA scale


definition:


     A = 3 + level


     B = 2 + level


     C = 1 + level


     F = 0


maximum average-level GP = 4.00


maximum honors-level GP = 5.00





Note to programmers





This program is public domain, which means you can do whatever you damn well want to it.  For example, you could delete the GPA's not used by your school or change the definition of the letter grades.  You might also want to add a better-looking output.
