PUZZLE ADVENTURE 2

DOCUMENTATION

This is the same documentation as is in the program PUZADV2D. If you have this paper, then you don’t need to waste calculator memory on prgmPUZADV2D.

The Story

You are π. You know π. About 3.14159. Your days thus far have been spent in peaceful happiness on the number line. Hanging out with your pals 22/7 and cube root of 31, and entering the occasional math question. 


But suddenly, it all changes. You get warped away mysteriously to a strange room with 26 cryptic symbols called the “alphabet.” A voice whispers: “If you want ever to return ... you must find the seven lost (’s.” And then you are left alone in this far away land. 


Will you ever be able to find these seven (’s and return back to the number line?

How to Play

Use the arrows to move around. After something happens, like you read text, press enter to continue. Press DEL to quit, and your file will be saved automatically. If you need to type in text, press 2nd, Alpha, and then use the green letters. If you need any other buttons, it will be 2nd, enter, or I’ll tell you then. 

Puzzle Adventure 2 and the Calculator’s Memory

Puzzle Adventure 2 is too big for the calculator to run all at once, so it is broken into three volumes: A, B, and C.

You should Archive them when not playing to save memory. Press 2nd, Mem and choose Archive, and then write the name of the program, like this:

Archive prgmPUZADV2A

Then, press enter.

To play, UnArchive volume A, like this:

UnArchive prgmPUZADV2A

And remember to press enter.

At some points in play, it will say to switch programs. So, if you had to switch to B, you would write

Archive prgmPUZADV2A

UnArchive prgmPUZADV2B

Got it?

With all this Archiving and Unarchiving, it’s good to Garbage Collect. That happens automatically. You don’t need to click yes every time, but do it sometimes.

If you ever get ERR:INVALID, press 2nd, Mem, 2, 2nd, Quit, and try again. Don’t ask. 

If you get ERR:MEMORY, Archive stuff and try again.
