Welcome to Pass 2.0!

This is a very, VERY secure program that will remember a number that only you can access and change.  
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Features:
-Personalized Service

The stock password is available to everyone who downloads the program.  To ensure complete security, only the programmer (me) can change the password.  Therefore, when you wish to change your password, simply email me at passprogrammer@yahoo.com
-Multi-layered Defense:

First Line of Defense:

Encrypts the number with a series of irrational numbers

Second Line of Defense:

Stores the encrypted number as a non-used variable

Third Line of Defense:

Stores an encrypted copy of the number as another data type (non-variable) and compares the two on startup.  Locks down the program and logs an error message for you to view.

Fourth Line of Defense:

Logs all security errors.

Installation:
Copy the pass.8xp to your calculator

Run the program!

Use:
When you start the program, it should look like this:
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Select 2:CHANGE and you will get this screen:
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Enter this number:

2310

(This is the stock password: email me to change it)
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Hit enter and this screen will show up:
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Hit enter, then enter your number (the number you want the program to remember)

Then hit enter!  You’re done.  Whenever you want to recall it, open the program, choose 1:VIEW, enter your password (either stock or custom) and hit enter.  Your number will display on the screen.

Problems:
If, when you open the program, and this screen shows up:
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This means that either the variable where the encrypted number was stored was messed up or the comparison copy matrix was messed up.  

The variables that this program uses are A and Z.  Matrix B is where the comparison copy is stored, and Matrix A is where errors are logged.  If you get a security breach, this means that at startup Matrix B and variable Z were not the same.  This could have been done by someone attempting to change the number, access the number, or just accidentally changed the variable.  There are two things that you can do:

Reinstall the program by deleting A, Z, [A], and [B] while leaving PASS alone

Or:

Open [B] (hit 2nd, MATRIX, 2, ENTER) and variable Z (hit ALPHA, Z, ENTER) and type the number you see under [B], then hit STO>, ALPHA, Z, ENTER.

Note: Reinstalling the program will cause you to loose your number.
Error Logs:
Errors are logged in Matrix A.  To view them, hit 2nd, MATRIX, ENTER.  If you get an undefined screen, you have no errors.  If you get:

[[911]]

Then someone has committed a security breach (See above)

[[1]] 

Then someone has entered an incorrect password into your program.
