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Introduction

I wrote this program when I found out a couple of days ago that you can use icons in the toolbars or dialogs Title and Items.

This program is useful to set up, save and view icons you have on your calc.

In writing this program, I used as a starting idea the program IconDraw v2.00 by Joe Alloway  (alloway@in.freei.net), and I left his heading on the draw() program to give him credit for it.

This program also uses the lib  FLIB v2.31 by  François LEIBER (http://leiber.free.fr/)

Installation

Just send the files to your calc. If you are not going to create icons you just need to send the pic files. All the files will be sent in a dir called ICONS on the calc exept the FLIB file which will be sent in the main folder.

Using the icons

To use these icons in you programs the only thing you have to do is to substitute the string with the complete path of the icon you want to use:

Example

Toolbar (or Dialog)

Title icons/folder

Item icons/new

…

Etc

EndTbar (or EndDialog)

You see that I substitute the string in Title and Item with the name if the icons. (Of course you don’t need the complete path if you work within the same folder)

Creating new icons

If you want to create your own icons all you have to do is to create and save a 16 by 16 pixel image, which will result in a 39 bites file on the ti-89.

This prog is designed to help you  doing this.

When you execute the prog it will set up a screen where you can immediately start drawing, plus you will have different menu item to choose from:

VIEW (F1): 
it searches for icons in the ICONS folder and displays them on the screen with their name.

PREF (F2): 
let you choose if you want the grid to be displayed or not

NEW (F3): 
sets up a new blank pic to start drawing

SAVE (F4):
saves current image to file.

LOAD (F5):
loads an icon present in the ICONS folder.

ESC:


exits

NOTE:
If you draw any pixel on the bottom line of the icon it will show outside the toolbar space (Ti-89 bug)


The LOAD, SAVE and view function use a list named LIST to keep track of the icons on your calc.

You can freely redistribute this files to anyone you want, you can even change it or do whatever you want with it, the only thing I ask you is to send me the icons you make or the prog if you modify it. 
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
