This program is pretty self explanatory.  When it asks for "shade", just put in a number between 1 and 10.  whatever number you chooes is the number of pixels between each line/circle.  You'll know what I'm talking about when you use it.  It is a painting utility that alows you to create the coolest designs.  Play B is basically the same thing as Play A except for its a circle and you can change the shape of the circle by pressing "+" or "-".  Also, when drawing, the ESC key clears the screen and the HOME key gets you back to the menu.  You're a smart person, you can figure out the rest.  Try Picasso 83 too.  It has a cool interface.  See ya.
