SquishIt v0.2b

This program should work on any system (Windows, Linux, others) with a Java Machine.

Notes:
I don't mind if you use my code or classes but if you use them I would appreciate an e-mail letting me know what you're doing (solely for the purposes of curiosity and feedback). Also, if you wind up using them, please give me at least a little credit! :-)

This program may contain some bugs and errors. If you find any, please e-mail me. I will promptly fix it and re-release a new version.

Command Line Parameters:

-<file type> <source file> <target file>

Source file type is either "ZDS" or "8XP". I will consider adding .83P file type when

I get a little more time on my hands. If someone would like to expedite this, e-mail

me a couple of .83P files so I can check them out.

If the file type is "ZDS", the source file must be a Zilog Developer Studio hex file, or a

compatible type.

If the file type is "8XP", the source file must be an unsquished 83 plus program file.

Example:
C:\>java.exe SquishIt –8xp MYPROG.8xp MYPROG2.8xp

This would compile MYPROG.8xp into a squished 8xp program named MYPROG2.

Another Example:
C:\>java.exe SquishIt –ZDS myprog.hex myprog2.8xp

Takes a hex file and outputs a squished program file, myprog2.

What is “JAVA.EXE” and how do I get it?

If you have the java virtual machine installed on your computer, you should have java.exe. If you are not sure, search for the file on your computer. Any web application that uses JAVA requires that you have a virtual machine, so most computers should have it. If not, go get it…I’m not exactly sure but Internet Explorer will download it automatically when you encounter a Java applet embedded in a web page.
